Правила оформления текстов со вложенными вопросами

Текст со вложенными вопросами – это тест, в котором ответы на вопросы нужно давать прямо внутри предложений. Например, пропущенное слово впечатывается прямо в поле для ввода, расположенное посреди других слов, или выпадающий список, который находится прямо в тексте. Таких полей для ввода и выпадающих списков в тексте может быть неограниченное количество.
Тип вопроса – «внедренные вопросы» представляюет собой простой текст со вставленными следующими директивами, обязательно заключенными в фигурные скобки:
· {оценка:MC: =верный_ответ ~%50%половинный_ответ ~неверный_ответ} -- выбор из выпадающго списка
Вместо MC можно записывать:
MCV - выбор из группы радиокнопок вертикально
MCH - выбор из группы радиокнопок горизонтально
· {оценка:SA: =верный_ответ ~%50%половинный_ответ ~неверный_ответ} --  поле для ввода с клавиатуры. Внимание! длина поля для ввода совпадает с наибольшей длиной ответов. Чтобы не подсказывать, что ответ очень короткий (например, в случае с английским артиклем «а»), можно вставить "левый" ответ большей длины.

Например, {1:SA:=a ~-----------}
· {оценка:NM:=23.8:0.1 ~%50%23.6:0.1 } ввод числа в поле, в примере 23.8:0.1 означает 23.8 с точностью до 0.1, т.е. верным будет любой ответ в диапазоне [23.7;23.9]
