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Введение


Практическое пособие по грамматике английского языка рассматривает основные вопросы согласования подлежащего и сказуемого (I часть) и основные модели словообразования (II часть). Данные вопросы представляют собой определенную трудность для студентов, изучающих  английский язык. В начале I части предлагаются многочисленные примеры на согласование подлежащего и сказуемого, что позволяет студентам вспомнить ранее изученный материал. Серия упражнений, которая следует далее, помогает закрепить основные правила грамматики. I часть заканчивается заключительным тестом, который позволяет проконтролировать пройденный материал. II часть начинается кратким изложением основных способов словообразования в английском языке. Далее предлагаются упражнения на словообразование, которые, разнообразны по своему содержанию и форме. При составлении данного пособия автор использовал литературу по теме, изданную в последние годы в СНГ и за рубежом. Пособие предназначено для студентов II курса факультета иностранных языков университета.
