Тема 18 THE VERB: THE REPORTED SPEECH 

1 Изучите пример:

  You want to tell somebody else what Tom said.

  There are two ways of doing this:

  You can repeat Tom's words (direct speech):

  Tom said 'I'm feeling ill.'

  Or you can use reported speech:

  Tom said that he was feeling ill.

  Сравните:

  Прямая речь: Tom said ‘I am feeling ill.' (при написании мы используем кавычки)
  Косвенная речь: Tom said that he was feeling ill.

2   В предложения с косвенной речью главный глагол обычно употреблен в прошедшем времени (Tom said that ... I told her that... etc.). Оставшаяся часть предложения обычно также относится к прошедшему времени:

  Tom said that he was feeling ill.

  I told her that I didn't have any money.

  You can leave out that:

  Tom said (that) he was feeling ill.

  I told her (that) I didn't have any money.

  Как правило, в предложения с косвенной речью форма настоящего времени глагола трансформируется в форму прошедшего времени:

  am/is -> was

  do/does -> did

  will -> would

  are -> were

  have/has -> had

  can -> could

  want/like/know/go etc. -> want/liked/knew/went etc.

  Сравните прямую и косвенную речь:

  You met Judy. Here are some of the things she said to you in direct speech:

  Judy:

  'My parents are very well.'

  'I'm going to learn to drive.'

  'John has given up his job.'

  'I can't come to the party on Friday.'

  'I want to go away for a holiday but I don't know where to go.'

  'I'm going away for a few days. I'll phone you when I get back.'

    Later you tell somebody what Judy said. You use reported speech:

  * Judy said that her parents were very well.

  * She said that she was going to learn to drive.

  * She said that John had given up his job.

  * She said that she couldn't come to the party on Friday.

  * She said that she wanted to go away for a holiday but (she) didn't know where to go.

  * She said that she was going away for a few days and would phone me when she got back.

3 В предложениях с косвенной речью простое прошедшее время либо остается без изменений (did/saw/knew etc.), либо трансформируется в the past Perfect (had done/had seen/had known etc.):

  Прямая речь: Tom said: 'I woke up feeling ill, so I didn't go to work.'

  Косвенная речь: Tom said (that) he woke up feeling ill, so he didn't go to work. или Tom said (that) he had woken up feeling ill, so he hadn't gone to work.

4 Прошедшее время не стоит менять на настоящее, если событие еще актуально:

  Прямая речь: Tom said 'New York is more lively than London.'

  Косвенная речь: Tom said that New York is more lively than London.

  (New York is still more lively. The situation hasn't changed.)

  Прямая речь: Ann said 'I want to go to New York next year.'

  Косвенная речь: Ann said that she wants to go to New York next year.

  (Ann still wants to go to New York next year.)

  Но можно и поменять
  Tom said that New York was more lively than London.

  Ann said that she wanted to go to New York next year.

Временные изменения являются обязательными, если ситуация могла измениться, например:

  You met Sonia a few days ago.

  She said: 'Jim is ill.' (direct speech)

  Later that day you see Jim. He is looking well and carrying a tennis racket.

  You say: 'I didn't expect to see you, Jim. Sonia said you were ill.

  (not 'Sonia said you are ill', because clearly he is not ill.)

5 Разница между say и tell:

  If you say who you are talking to, use tell:

  Sonia told me that you were ill. (not 'Sonia said me')

  What did you tell the police? (not 'say the police')

  Otherwise use say:

  Sonia said that you were ill. (not 'Sonia told that ...')

  What did you say?

  But you can say something to somebody:

  Ann said goodbye to me and left. (not 'Ann said me goodbye')

  What did you say to the police?
