Many people believe that the studies and activities of ecologists conflict with people’s economic interests. However, ecologists claim that ecological knowledge is essential for long-term economic well-being. They point out that maintenance of natural ecosystems provides many benefits to society. For example, if air and water supplies are clean, people will be healthier. Ecologists believe it is important for all people to learn about ecology and the environment, so that human beings can live in greater harmony with the rest of the world.
