Text 
The early inhabitants of Great Britain were the Iberians. This race is supposed to have inhabited the land between 3000 and 2000 BC. Soon after 2000 BC a new race of Alpine people came from the east of Europe. The two peoples were closely related in culture. The ancient people left behind impressive monuments. Stonehenge1, in southern England, is one of the many megalithic monuments2 (structures of big stones). Most megalithic monuments are a mystery to the modern world. They were probably used to observe the movements of the sun, moon, and stars. They may have been used as an observatory and a temple.
Soon after 700 BC Britain was invaded by the Celts. The people were skilled metalworkers who made iron tools, weapons, and fine jewelry. They raised sheep and cattle and grew crops. The Celts lived in tribes. Each tribe was ruled by its chieftain or king. Druids were very important members of a tribe. They acted as priests, lawgivers, and royal advisers. They were skilled in making medicines. The Celts had no written language and they passed on their laws, rituals, and legends by words of mouth.

From the third century BC, the Romans began to build their empire. By the second century AD3, the Romans controlled most of western Europe, the near East, and northern Africa.

In 55 BC the Romans with Julius Caesar4 at the head invaded the British Isles and forced the population to pay tribute. The Romans kept their armies in Britain and had the country under control. They built walls to protect their camps. Even now you can see the Roman walls in Britain. Here is the well-known Hadrian's Wall, the Wall of Antoninus and others.

The Romans built roads to get from one place to another quickly. In some parts of the country these roads form the basis of road communication today. The Roman roads can be recognized today because they run straight from point to point. They are usually made of chalk or small stones. The towns were fortified. Most British towns with names ending with 'Chester' were, in Roman times, fortified camps.

The Romans made a large and rich town, and named it Londinium. It was on the river Thames, where London is today. It became the capital city.

The Romans left the country only in the second half of the fifth century. They had to take back their armies to protect the empire from the enemies on the continent.

Text 
After the departure of the Romans (407) the Celts kept their independence for a short period of time. From the middle of the 5th century they had been attacked by the Germanic tribes of the Jutes, the Saxons and the Angles. Historians name the historical event “The Anglo-Saxon Conquest”. In the course of the struggle of the Celts against the Anglo-Saxons many legends emerged of which most famous is the legend of the Court of King Arthur.

In more than a century the Anglo-Saxons occupied most of the British Isles. They settled down and formed a number of small kingdoms in the country, among them - Kent, Essex, Wessex, which now are counties of Great Britain. These kingdoms were at war with one another. The stronger kings took the land from the smaller kingdoms.

At first the invaders spoke different dialects but little by little the dialect of the Angles prevailed. Soon the people living in Britain were called the English after the Angles and the name England (the Land of the English) became widely used as the name of the whole country.

For a long time the English people were at war with the Danes who came from Denmark and the Northmen who came from Scandinavia. They are often called as the Vikings. At first the Danes raided in small bands but later they came in larger numbers conquering one territory after another.

At the beginning of the 9th century Wessex became the leading kingdom and united the rest of England in the fight against the Danes. Since 829 the greater part of the country was united under the name England.

In 871 the king of Wessex became Alfred (born in 849). He proved to be a talented strategist, brave warrior and a wise statesman. He united small kingdoms to fight against the invaders. He turned undefended villages into fortified towns. He won some important battles. As a result a treaty was signed between Alfred and the Danes in 886. According to this treaty England was divided into two parts: one part was under Danish rule and the other (Saxon England) remained under Alfred's rule.

Alfred saw that the best way to keep off the Danes was by fighting them at sea, and so he built ships bigger and faster than the Danish ships. King Alfred is considered to be the founder of the English fleet.

In the end of the 10th century the Danish invasions renewed. The invaders forced the English people to pay a huge tribute. The Danes wanted to rule over the country and after many battles took the crown from the English. They were able to hold it for a short period of time (1017-1042).

Now the Normans began to attack the coasts of England from Normandy (France). In 1066 the decisive battle took place at Hastings in which the Normans won the victory. William, Duke of Normandy1, was crowned king of England, William I, and called William the Conqueror.

1Normandy appeared in the 9th century when another branch of the Northmen of Scandinavia conquered some land from the French king, settled there and formed a territory called Normandy. They themselves were known as the Normans (нормандцы).

Text 
The Normans strengthened and organized the feudal system of Saxon society. Trade was increasing. The towns grew rapidly in size, importance and wealth, and became centers of handicraft production of all kinds. The whole economic development of the country from the 11th to the 14th century illustrates the increasing degree of exploitation of the peasant by the feudal lords and by the church.
By the end of the 13th century Wales became fully subdued by England. Attempts were made to conquer Scotland but it managed to maintain its independence for the next three centuries.
In the middle of the 14th century the bubonic plague swept over England, carrying death and destruction. After the plague, there was a shortage of workers in the towns and in the country-side. The disaster made worse poor living conditions of the peasants. The common people began to demand higher pay and better treatment from their lords. In 1381 peasants rebelled against their low wages, unfair treatment in the law courts, and new taxes. The rising had failed but it played a most important role in breaking down the feudal relations of production. It was the first great English rebellion of peasant labors against the feudal landlords. 
The Middle Ages brought the development of the English language, education, literature and architecture.
With the Norman Conquest in the 11th century, the Norman-French language became the official language in the country. It was the language of the ruling class and the court. However, it could not become the means of communication between the various layers of the society because the common people continued to speak English. And gradually English became the main language in speech and writing though it had many dialects. In the 14th century the dialect of London and the South-East Midlands was accepted as the language standard.
Already in the early Middle Ages in England there developed an interest in learning. More schools were opened. About 1249 the University of Oxford was established. Shortly afterwards the university of Cambridge appeared (1284). A greater interest developed in medicine, astronomy, philosophy, and other sciences.
In the 1470s William Caxton1 the printer set up his printing press at Westminster and printed the first book in English - the “History of Troy”. It was an important event due to which the English language spread widely.

From the 12th to the 15th century is the great period of English Gothic architecture. Many fine cathedrals, beautiful churches, houses and cottages were built throughout the country.

Text 1
In the 16th century the long fight between the Pope and the English king came to its culmination. In 1528 English king Henry VIII left the Catholic Church and declared himself head of the Church of England. In seven years the Anglican Church was rec​ognized as the official church in the country.

The English seamen had started as explorers later than the Portuguese and Spanish. In the 1550s English merchants made an effort to find northeast way to China. Eventually .they sailed into the White Sea. Although a ship was lost north of Russia, another reached the North Dvina. In the winter of 1553 the leaders of the English expedition reached Moscow and were received by Ivan the Great. Thus trading links were established with Russia and for the next two hundred years Archangelsk was the main trading port with England.

In the 16th century Spain and Portugal were the great colonial powers. Spain enjoyed the benefits of new colonies in the Americas. The mines and plantations here created great riches. Every year, the Spanish fleet crossed the Atlantic loaded with treasure. This aroused the envy of other European countries, especially England.

England accumulated power and wealth and was interested in colonial expansion. So the English monarchs and especially Queen Elizabeth sent the merchants to trade and found overseas settlements, and ordered sea-pirates to raid Spanish treasure ships and towns in the Americas. The European nations - Spain, England, and France - were regularly at war with one another. Each country encouraged pirates to attack its enemies.

John Hawkins was the first of Elizabeth's sea-dogs (as the pirates were called). He took slaves from the west African coast and sold them to Spanish colonists in the West Indies. Queen Elizabeth actively supported slave-traders. The shameful slave trade brought great profits to the English merchants and the Crown.

Francis Drake1and other sea captains2 sailed across the Atlantic, attacked coastal forts, islands, Spanish ships and brought treasure and much gold back to England. With the Spanish gold England built many good strong ships. This made England much stronger on the seas and oceans. England became Spain's main rival.
Spain began to prepare for war against England. A huge fleet of ships was built. It was the famous Armada: there were 130 ships in it. In 1588 the great Spanish Armada sailed into English waters to attack England.

The Spanish ships were very large; the English ships were much smaller, but they could sail faster and the sailors of them were better than the Spanish ones. The Spanish Armada was completely defeated by the English fleet. Only half of Spanish ships came back to their country. It was a great victory for England, though the war continued for some time.

The victory of England meant the establishment of English naval supremacy, which was most important for England to expand its colonies.
1Sir Francis Drake (1540-96) - for 20 years the English sailor raided treasure ships and Spanish towns in the Americas. In 1580, after more than three years at sea, he became the second man to sail around the world (the first voyage was led by Ferdinand Magellan3. Drake returned from the voyage around the world with his ship the Golden Hind, loaded with silver. Queen Elizabeth I knighted him. Drake helped to defeat the Spanish Armada in 1588. He died on voyage to the West Indies.
2English sea captains who raided Spanish treasure ships were known as privateers4 because they sailed under their own flags, even though they were acting on behalf of their country.

During her long and stable reign, she suppressed several Catholic plots against her Protestant regime. In 1587, Elizabeth executed her Catholic cousin Mary Stuart, Queen of Scots, for her role in the plot against Elizabeth. The Catholic forces in England and Spain had supported Mary.

In 1588, Elizabeth’s navy defeated the Spanish Armada, sent to invade England. By the time the queen died, England was a wealthy trading nation and a stable Protestant state.

During Elizabeth's reign English culture flourished. The development of the English language reached the height of its power as an instrument of prose and especially of poetry. The English drama is the crowning glory of the Elizabethan age. The most outstanding dramatist and poet of the period was William Shakespeare.

William Shakespeare (1564-1616)

Who was this William Shakespeare of Stratford? More has been written about him than about any other writer. And yet we know very little about his life, and there are certain things that historians cannot state with any degree of certainty.

Shakespeare was born on April 23, 1564 in the small town of Stratford-upon-Avon, about 75 miles from London. His father, John Shakespeare, was a glover and a dealer in wool and various commodities, a respected figure in Stratford. William's mother, Mary Arden, was a farmer's daughter. William was the eldest of eight children.

William went to grammar school and soon began to develop a keen interest in words and language. He loved watching troops of traveling actors, juggling, fire-eating or performing plays. These players toured the country to make their living, and performed on rough stages in pubs and coach houses. The idea of theatre, as we now know it, hadn't yet got going.

Of course the pub landlords soon realized that these traveling players were good for business, as they drew extra customers in. So they started to build more permanent stages for these performances.

When William was eighteen, he married Anne Hathaway, nearly eight years older than himself. He lived in Stratford until he was twenty-one. By that time he had already 3 children. At twenty-one he left Stratford-upon-Avon for London. This is where he began his acting career and more importantly started to write plays.

His first play, “Two Gentlemen of Verona”, was published when he was just 24. He then went on to write many more, averaging about two plays a year, including “Romeo and Juliet”, “A Midsummer-Night's Dream” and “Julius Caesar”.

These plays were big hits, although it is strange to think that because women weren't allowed to act in public, all the parts were played by men! Even Juliet was played by a young boy!

In the middle of the 1590s William Shakespeare joined a theatrical company, known as the “Lord Chamberlain's Men”, and worked as an actor and a playwright. In the late 90s, when Shakespeare was already reaching the height of his fame, a new theatre called “The Globe” was built on the bank of the Thames. Shakespeare became one of its owners. The people of London liked it better than any other theatre. It was in “The Globe” that most of Shakespeare's plays were staged at that time.

In 1611 Shakespeare retired to one of the largest houses in his native Stratford. He had bought the house for a considerable sum in 1597. For five years from 1611 he lived in Stratford. By extraordinary chance the town had come under the control of a Puritan council which forbade players to act there. Thus Shakespeare lived to the end of his life in a town where his own plays were banned and his colleagues were unwelcome.

William died of a fever at the age of 52, ironically on the same date as his birthday, 23rd April, and was buried in his native town. But of course he has lived on for centuries through his comedies, tragedies, historical plays and poetry.

Shakespeare is the author of 2 poems, 37 plays and 154 sonnets. His plays can be divided into some genre groups: brilliant comedies, historical chronicles, tragedies and dramas.

Shakespeare's comedies describe the adventures of young men and women, their friendship and love, their search for happiness. The comedies are usually based on some misunderstanding that creates comic situations. They are full of fun. The comedies are filled with humanist love for people and the belief in the nobleness and kindness of human nature.

Historical chronicles are plays written on subject from national history. They cover a period of more than 300 years of English history, from the rule of King John in the 12th century up to the 16th century.

The tragedies, like the chronicles, are also based on real events but there is a considerable difference between the two genres. The playwright raised great problems of Good and Evil in both. But in the chronicles they are mostly linked with political themes - the questions of the state and public life of the period described. In the tragedies, which are centered round the life of one man, Shakespeare touched on the moral problems of universal significance - honesty, cruelty, kindness, love, vanity and others. That is why his tragedies are of great interest to every new generation.

The 1600s were difficult times for England. In 1642 a civil war broke out in the country. It was a result of the antagonism between the King and Parliament. The struggle of Parliament against the King had begun in England long before the events as any king wanted to rule over the country without any parliament. It was in the reign of Charles I (1625-1649) that the struggle between Crown and Parliament reached its culmination. In the Civil War the Parliament won the victory and Charles I was executed.

After the execution of King Charles I in 1649, England had no king. The English Commonwealth was proclaimed. It became a republic governed by the common people and was called the Commonwealth. In fact, real power was in the hands of the army, which was led by Oliver Cromwell (1599-1658). During the Civil War, Cromwell became an outstanding military leader and created the New Model Army1. After the king's execution in 1949, Cromwell used his troops to take power. People greeted him and hoped for better life.

But the English Commonwealth, the first republic in Europe, did not justify the hopes of the people. A constitution was written but it protected the rights of the landowners against peasants. In 1653 Cromwell dissolved Parliament and ruled the Commonwealth with the advice of the Council of State, using the title Lord Protector, until his death five years later. Actually it was a military dictatorship and Cromwell became a dictator who ruled over the country without the council of the people.

The end of the Commonwealth came with the death of Cromwell. The government was too weak and anew Parliament was formed where Royalists2 gained majority. Charles II was invited by the new Parliament to become king of England. Thus in 1660 monarchy was restored in England. The period of 1660-1688 is known as the Restoration.

However, it did not solve the problems of England. The period of Restoration is characterized by a struggle for power between the bourgeoisie and the landed aristocracy, between Parliament and king. Charles II and then James II4 wanted to free themselves from Parliament and to restore Catholicism in England. The Parliament wanted to limit the power of monarchy, to extend that of Parliament and to ban Catholics to occupy any position of government importance.

The landed aristocracy and the bourgeoisie were consolidated in their struggle with the Catholic king. A compromise between the landed aristocracy and the bourgeoisie was found. As a result a Protestant king was seated on the English throne. Thus monarchy was preserved as well as the House of Lords, the royal court. These traditional institutions of feudalism had now anew content and they were to serve the bourgeoisie in alliance with the landed aristocracy. In 1689 the new king had to sign the Bill of Rights. It was decreed that questions of prime importance were to be decided not by the king but by Parliament. No English king or government could follow policies, which did not have Parliament's approval. Thus it was the establishment of constitutional, or parliamentary, monarchy.

English art and architecture reflected new trends. Classicism became predominant. Sir Christopher Wren (1632-1723) was the most outstanding architect of his time. After the Great Fire of London (1666) it was Christopher Wren who made the greatest contribution to the rebuilding of London in stone. His most well-known creation is St. Paul's Cathedral, which is considered to be the finest Protestant Cathedral in the world.

For the first time in English literature prose became as important as poetry. One of the most famous of prose writers was John Milton (1608-1674) though he was best known as a brilliant poet (the greatest one after Shakespeare).

He was among the first to experiment in the transfusion of blood, taking blood from one animal and giving it to another one. After the Great Fire there was the difficult problem of taking away the ruins quickly and safely. Isaac Newton (1642-1727)
Isaac Newton was born in a little village, not far from the old university town of Cambridge, on December 25, 1642.

As a schoolboy, Isaac liked to make things with his own hands. He made a primitive wooden clock that was driven by the slow escape of water. He interested in mathematics and nature phenom​ena.
Newton’s contribution to science is great. When Newton was 21 he developed a mathematical method. At the age of 24 the young scientist developed the theory of gravity in its basic features and some twenty years later he returned to the subject

The study of light was Newton's favourite study. Having made a number of experiments with lenses, he came to the conclusion that white light consisted of rays of different colours and that each kind of coloured ray was differently bent when it fell on a glass surtace at the angle. His results formed the basis of modern spectography, greatly developing the field of optics.                                          
Having been brought, by the fall of the apple, to the conclusion that the apple and the earth were pulling one another, he began to think of the same pull of gravity extending far beyond the earthy Newton calculated the force of gravity acting between the sun and the planets, thus establishing the law of gravitation in its most general form.

He also discovered the laws of motion, which we still consider to be the basis of all calculations concerning the motion.

He died at the age of 84. His funeral ceremonies were those of a national hero. It was the first time that national honours of this kind have been given in England to a man of science.

The 18th century saw Great Britain rapidly growing into a cap​italist country.
It was an age of making the British colonial empire. England waged many wars against its main rivals and made colonial con​quests in different parts of the world. As a result, England seriously expanded its colonies and became the world's largest empire. It included Canada, parts of America, the West Indies and India, togeth​er with some areas of the West African coast. In 1788 Britain began to make a colony in Australia. Moreover, Scotland and Ireland agreed to a union with England and lost their independence.
By the beginning of the 18U century the great wealth and power of England was in the hands of the landed aristocracy and the big financial bourgeoisie. These classes had their parties - the Tories and the Whigs - and shared their power in Parliament.
The 18th century was the time of the agricultural revolution. The country landlords were interested in extending their lands as much as possible, for land brought large profits. A big part of the profits of landlords went into industry. It was an age of intensive industrial development. New mills and manufactures appeared one after another.
Peasant suffered most in the process. Thousands of them became landless and ruined and had to migrate to the towns. So cheap labour was provided for the factories. Small towns rapidly grew into large cities.
New inventions such as the steam engine produced goods more quickly and cheaply than ever before. More and more people worked in factories and lived in cities.
Due to the great changes that took place in Britain by the mid​dle of the 1700s it was ready for greater changes in industry known as the Industrial Revolution.
In 1769 James Watt, a laboratory assistant from Scotland, created anew type of steam engine. It improved greatly the old Newcomen engine and could be used to drive machines. Later on it was modified by George Stephenson to drive locomotives. In 1825 the first railway was built between Stockton and Darlington in the north of England.
Before the 1800s, most people lived and worked in the villages. But after 1800, the Industrial Revolution caused cities to grow quick​ly. London's population rose from 900,000 in 1800 to 4.7 million in 1900. Britain became the first country in history to have more peo​ple living in towns than in the rural areas.
Britain was the first country to start Industrial Revolution and became the richest country in the world. The Industrial Revolution caused a great increase in production. By 1850 Britain owned half the world's ocean-going ships. Britain had the first railroad network, mostly built in the 1840s. Steam railroads caused a revolution in trav​el. For example, in 1750 it took 10 days to travel from London (England) to Edinburg (Scotland). In 1855 the same journey took 14 hours by steam train.

The Period of the Enlightenment

The 18th century was also remarkable for the development of science and culture. It was in this period that English painting began to develop too. English painting of the 18th century is represented by such great names as William Hogarth, Joshua Reynolds, Thomas Gainsborough and William Blake.

In spite of the progress of industry and culture in England, the majority of the English people were still very ignorant. That is why one of the most important problems that faced the country was the problem of education.

The 18th century is known in the history as the period of Enlightenment. The Enlighteners defended the interests of the com​mon people. They considered it their duty to enlighten people, to help them see the roots of evil and the ways of social reformation. The Enlighteners also believed in the powerful educational value of art. The central problem of the Enlightenment ideology was that of man and his nature.

In English literature the period was famous for the nourishing of journalism, which played an important part in the public life. A lot of journals and newspapers began to publish. They touched on different problems of political, social and family life. They shaped people’s views.

The leading literary genre of the period became a novel (moralizing, realistic and sentimental). It is represented by Henry Fielding, Daniel Defoe, Jonathan Swift, Richard Sheridan and other great writers. Ordinary people, mostly representatives of the middle class, were the main characters of these novels.

Daniel Defoe (1660-1731)

Daniel Defoe is considered the father of the English and the European novel. It was due to him that the genre became once and forever established in European literature.

Daniel Defoe's life was complicated and adventurous. He was the son of a London butcher whose name was Foe, to which Daniel later added the prefix De. His father wanted his son to become a priest. Daniel was educated at a theological school. But he never became a priest. He became a merchant. He travelled in some coun​tries on business. Defoe was not a success in business but these trav​els gave him material for his future novels.

Daniel Defoe took an active part in the political life of Britain. He participated in the revolt against James II. The revolt was defeat​ed and Defoe had to hide himself for some time. His political activ​ity had ups and downs. He was even imprisoned for his attack against the Church.

In 1690s Daniel Defoe turned to literature. His first works were satirical poems dealing with the urgent problems of his time. Later he published a satirical pamphlet, written in support of the Protestants, persecuted by the government and the Church. For the pamphlet Defoe was arrested and imprisoned.

At the age of 60 he wrote his first and most popular novel “The Life and Strange Surprising Adventures of Robinson Crusoe”. It was followed by some other novels of adventure.

Jonathan Swift (1667-1745)

Jonathan Swift was born on November 30, 1667 in Dublin (Ireland) in an English family. His father died seven months before Jonathan's birth leaving his family in poverty. Jonathan was brought up by his rich uncle Godwin Swift who sent him to school and then to Trinity College in Dublin. There he studied theology and later became a parson. His favourite subjects, however, were not the​ology but literature, history and languages. At 21 Swift went to live in England and became private secretary of a distant relative, Sir William Temple, writer and a well-known diplomat of the time.

In 1692 Jonathan took his Master of Arts Degree at Oxford University. With the help of Sir William, Swift got the place of vicar in a small church in Ireland where he stayed for a year and a half.

Then he came back to England and lived there till Sir William's death in 1698.

In 1713 Jonathan Swift was sent to Dublin as Dean of St Patrick's Cathedral. Living in Dublin Swift took an active part in the struggle of the Irish people for their rights and interests, against poverty and English oppression. In fact he became the ideological leader of the Irish people. At the age of 78 he died and was buried in the Cathedral, the Dean of which he was most of his life.

Swift's literary work was always connected with his political activity. He wrote numerous political pamphlets, which had a great influence on the readers. But the best work of the talented man is his novel “Gulliver's Travels”. It is one of the books most loved by children because it tells of the adventures of Lemuel Gulliver in four strange countries. But the author did not mean to write a book to amuse children. It was a satire to the evils of the society he lived in. Swift criticized the reality using allegorical pictures, hyperbole, grotesque, and irony.
Swift's art had a great influence on the further development of English and European literature.

The beginning of the 19th century in the world history is known as the period of Napoleonic wars. Britain was the main rival of France and Napoleon planned to invade England. He gathered a large army at the French channel port of Boulogne. All England was awaiting the invasion in great tension. But the Britain's allies, Russia and Austria, which troops were marching to the Bavarian border, stopped Napoleon's plans. Napoleon had to direct his army to defeat them. Thus the danger to Britain was past. Moreover, Napoleon had to give up his invasion plans after Admiral Nelson's brilliant victory near Cape Trafalgar in 1805. So of all those nations that fought Napoleon, only England escaped the conquest.

Nelson’s bravery as a naval commander was never doubted by his contemporaries. He always led his men by his own example. He first made his name at the battle of St. Vincent in February 1797, during which he captured two enemy ships. During the wars against France in the 1790s he took part in many sea battles and lost his right arm and the sight in his right eye.

Besides his personal bravery, Nelson was skilful commander enjoying great love and devotion of the men who served under him: they were ready to die for him.

Nelson took daring but calculated risks. He openly disobeyed his superiors when he thought it necessary.

Nelson sailed from England for the last time in 1805, as Commander – in – Chief of the British Fleet to meet France and Spain at cape Trafalgar, the most south – westerly point of Spain. 

At Nelsons instruction, the famous signal was hoisted on the flagship: “England expects that every man will do his duty”.

At the battle raged around, Nelson was on the deck. A musket ball fired from a French ship struck him in the left shoulder and pierced one of the lungs. The wound was mortal. He died a few hours after that. But before he died he learned that he had won a great victory.

Admiral Nelson is Britain’s national hero. A tall column crowned with his statue stands in Trafalgar square in London, in memory of this great man.

During the second half of the 19th century economic and social changes took place in Britain. It went through the Industrial Revolution. The industrial power of Great Britain continued to grow. It was becoming a great commercial power in the world. At the same time the wealth and power of Britain as a country was opposed to the terrible poverty of its working people. An economic crisis that took place in the1880s deepened the social contradictions in Great Britain.

English Science and Literature

During the 1800s, science began to play a very important role in technological development. The great advances in medicine, indus​try, agriculture, and communications were based on scientific knowl​edge. The progress in science made possible such great inventions as the locomotive, electric lighting, and telegraph. Many scientists and inventors became world famous through their discoveries and inven​tions.

At the start of the 1800s, George Stephenson (1781-1848) was asked to design a steam-powered locomotive for the first public rail​road. It ran 40 miles (65 kilometers) from Stockton to Darlington. The engine had a top speed of 24 kilometers an hour.

The telegraph was the forerunner of the telephone. Two English​men, C. Wheatstone and W. Cooke, invented it in 1837.

In 1843 the British inventor Isambard Kingdom Brunei (1769— 1849) built anew type of ship. It had a large iron body and screw propeller, and could carry more cargo more safely than the wood​en, sail-powered ships of the time. The ship was named the “Great Britain”.

Until the 1800s, the only forms of lighting were fires, candles, and oil lamps. Gas lighting became widely available in the 1800s. In 1807 Pall Mall, in London, became the first street in the world to be lit with gas. Gas lighting was not very safe until the gas mantle was invented in 1885.The greatest discovery was the electric light bulb. In 1878-1879 it was invented independently by Englishman Joseph Swan and American Thomas Edison.

The revolution in natural science was associated with the name of Charles Darwin. He created a materialistic theory of evolution, which was very important not only for biological science but also for the spiritual and intellectual life of England.

The Industrial Revolution in England and the French Bourgeois Revolution had a great influence on the cultural life of Britain. The social and political developments in Britain were reflected in the lit​erature of those years.

Nineteenth-century English literature began with revolutionary romanticism. One of its greatest representatives was George Gordon Byron (1788—1824). He was against the existing order and called the people to struggle for a better future. Pushkin and Lermontov admired Byron's poetry. Pushkin called him the «ruler of peoples' thoughts».

From the 1830s some writers became known as the founders of the critical realistic novel of the 19th century. They raised the prob​lems put forward by the main conflict of the historic period — the conflict between labour and capital. Their main representative was Charles Dickens.

At the end of the 19th century anti-realistic trends developed in English literature. This literature was represented by such writers as Robert Louis Stevenson and Oscar Wilde. They protested against the severe and vulgar reality and chose the world of adventure, dreams and beauty. Their works had no urgent social problems.

Charles Dickens (1812-1870)

Charles Dickens was born in Landsport in 1812, in a small town near the sea, in a middle-class family. He got his primary education at a small school and from his mother who was a well- educated woman. 

In the 1821 the Dickens family moved to London. His father was a clerk in a navy office. He earned a small salary there and usually spent more than he earned. As a result of such living he was imprisoned for debts. At that time Charles was ten years. The boy went to work at a factory in the East End of London. There he stuck labels on bottles of shoeblacking all day long for a few pennies. This was the most unhappy time of all his life. 

Later the boy went to school for three years and after that he learned shorthand, from the age of 15, he went to work in a lawyer's office. He continued to educate himself, mainly by reading books. At the age of 18 he became a reporter in Parliament. Being a reporter, he went all over the country, getting news, writing stories and meeting people.

In 1833 he began to write his first short stories about London life. There were a number of sketches, which he published under the title Sketches by Boz. 

In 1837 Dickens became well known to the English readers. It happened like this. A firm of publishers had a number of pictures by a humorous artist. They wanted to get some short texts to illustrate them, so that the pictures and articles could appear together in a magazine in fortnightly parts. Someone suggested giving the job to the young newspaper reporter Charles Dickens. Dickens liked the job and took it, and that is how the book Pickwick Papers came into being. The book is about Mr. Pickwick and his three friends, who decide to travel about England and send to the Pickwick club in London an account of their journeys and their observations of the people they meet on these journeys. The humour of the book consists in the absurd situations which Mr. Pickwick and his friends get into. The book was a great success with the reading public, and Dickens at once became the most popular novelist of his time.

The rest of the writer’s life is a story of work without rest. He wrote novel after novel. At the same time he was editing newspapers and magazines, he traveled a lot. Dickens visited America, France and Italy. In 1858 he began to tour England, reading extracts from his work to the public. These readings were a great success, for Dickens was a very good actor. At the same time he continued to write. Dickens developed the English social novel, writing about the most burning social problems of his time. He wrote about the workhouses of England and the tragedy of the children who lived there. He wrote about the problems of law and justice. He criticized the negative sides of the society, children's labour, the system of education.

Critics often say that Dickens made his characters unreal, strange, non-true to life. However, thanks to the writer’s great talent, these characters become alive in his pages. They were real enough for Dickens. And so we believe in his characters because he believed in them himself. He shows us a great moving picture of everyday life and ordinary people.

The hard work and traveling was bad for his health. He died after a heart attack in 1870. he lies buried in Westminster Abbey but as he wished without nothing on the stone except his name.

Michael Faraday (1791-1867)

The English chemist and physicist Michael Faraday was largely self-taught, but he became one of the most brilliant scientists of his age. His main contribution to science was in the field of electromagnetism. Among many other developments, he provided the idea and basic framework for the construction of the electric motor. Faraday was one of those great men who made possible the age of electricity in which we live.

Michael Faraday was born in a poor family in 1791. His father was a blacksmith and Michael had little chance to get an education. When the boy was thirteen he was sent to learn bookbinding. He read many of the books he had to bind and made notes from those books that interested him most. Once when binding an encyclopedia, he ran across an article on electricity. It struck his imagination and aroused his interest. 

With the little money he could save, he bought a cheap and simple apparatus and started to make experiments. He began to attend the lectures of Humphry Davy, an outstanding scientist and the most popular lecturer in London at that time. It was Davy who helped Faraday to become an assistant at the laboratory of the Royal Institute and to get good knowledge of the subject. While still an assistant Faraday helped Davy to create a safety lamp for miners. He learned chemistry, lectured for young people interested in science and wrote for a scientific journal. At the same time he worked on the problem of turning gases into liquids.

For several years he worked at the problem of a perfect optical glass and made a glass that greatly improved the telescope.

Yet the problem of electricity and magnetism interested him above all. At last in 1831 he made his major discovery in the field   the electromagnetic induction. Among a number of other discoveries he is also known to have measured for the first time the electric current.

Charles Darwin (1809-1882)

A hundred years ago people believed that plants and animals had always been as they are now. They thought that all the different sorts of living things, including men and women, were put in this world by some mysterious power a few thousand years ago.

Darwin was a great English naturalist. He was born at Shrewsbury on the 12th of February, in 1809. It was he who showed that this was just a legend. A boy Darwin loved to walk in the countryside, collecting insects, flowers and minerals. He liked to watch his elder brother making chemical experiments. These hobbies interested him much more than Greek and Latin, which were main subjects at school.

His father was a doctor and wanted his son to become a doctor too. So after school Charles was sent to Edinburgh University to study medicine. Then Charles studied in Cambridge to become a priest. But Charles did not want to be a doctor or a priest. He dreamed to become a biologist. 

In 1831 the ship called Beagle was about to take a voyage of scientific exploration for South America to make maps of the coastline there and Darwin was given the place of the ship's naturalist. It was a five-year voyage round the world. 
During the voyage Darwin studied the nature of different lands and came to important conclusions. In 1842 he published a book about reef formation. In 1859 Darwin published his greatest work: “On the Origin of Species”. The book was sold out in one day. He made there a shocking discovery that man and all other living things had developed from a common source. Thus the theory of the evolution of plants and animals left no place for god. 

In 1871 Charles Darwin published his second great book: “The Origin of Man”, a theory of evolution of man.
Darwin's works had a great importance not only for biological science but also for spiritual and intellectual life of England and the whole world. He was now a world famous scientist. Oxford and Cambridge gave him the honorary degrees. 

When he died after a heart attack on the 19th of April, 1882, he was buried in Westminster Abbey, among the greatest English scientists. 

This is what he came to believe. Once there were only simple jelly like creatures living in the sea. Very slowly, taking hundreds millions of years, these have developed to produce all the different kinds of animals and plants we know today. But Darwin waited over twenty years before he let the world know his great ideas. During that time he was carefully collecting more information. It showed how right he was that all living things had developed from simpler creatures. People who knew nothing about living things tried to make fun of Darwin’s ideas. But the development of science has shown that Darwin’s idea of evolution was correct.

By the end of the 19th century Britain was gradually losing her position of the world’s leading industrial power. At the beginning of the 20th century the USA became the most developed country in the world. Britain had many colonies and the exploitation of the colonies made up the bulk of the British profits. Home industries were neglected and became relatively less important in the British economy of the period.

Economic and political rivalry over trade and colonies between the highly developed countries became fierce by the beginning of the 20th century. The main powers formed opposing alliances. Thus there was a Triple Alliance of Germany, Austria and Italy against the Triple Entente consisting of Great Britain, Russia and France. The world was on the brink of war.

On August 1, 1914 Germany declared war on Russia, on August 3 it declared war on France. On August 4 Britain declared war on Germany.

It was called the “war to end all wars” because no one believed there could ever be another war as terrible as World War I. Ten million people were killed.

It was the first time chemical weapons were used, the first time tanks and aeroplanes took part in battle and the first time plastic surgery was introduced.

There were many reasons for the outbreak of World War I but it was mainly due to the ambition and aggression of the German leader, Kaiser Wilhelm II. On August 4th, 1914 his army invaded Belgium, one of Britain's allies, and war was declared.

Many people did not understand why they were at war but they were determined to teach Germany a lesson and believed they would win the war by Christmas. For many young men it seemed like a chance for a great adventure and the army said if they joined up with their friends they could fight together in what were called the “Pals Regiments”.

When these men reached France a new reality hit them; they would not be home by Christmas and they were fighting a different kind of battle - trench warfare. Seeking cover from the bombard​ment of the guns both armies dug trenches and waited. The soldiers only went ‘over the top’ to fight when their offices told them the time was right.

The trenches were frightful. They were cold, wet, full of mud and full of lice and rats. The soldiers developed a strong sense of com​radeship to help them deal with trench life and the constant pressures created by the endless sound of exploding shells and guns. The constant bombardment caused a new illness in men whose nervous systems could no longer cope with the endless noise - shell shock.

The war was going on for years. Most men could no longer see a point in a war seemingly without a meaning or an ending.

One of the most famous events of the war showed that it wasn't just the British who felt this way. On Christmas Eve, 1914 it had been snowing when suddenly from the German trenches came lights and the sound, not of gunfire, but of voices singing “Silent Night”. The British sang back and food was thrown from one side's trench to the other’s. On Christmas Day officers from both sides met and formally saluted each other. For a few short hours the gun fell silent and this day became known as “The Christmas Truce” and it was the last time anything like it happened in war.

Britain in World War I

The war turned out to be a great tragedy for the British. On July 1st 1916, 19 240 British troops died and many thousands more were injured - it was the single worst day in British military his​tory.

The “Pals Regiment” trained and died together. It was said that “they were two years in the training and ten minutes in the destroy​ing.” As many of the early volunteers were dead the Government introduced conscription which meant that it became compulsory for any man aged 18 and over to fight. Women took over their jobs and any man who didn't go willingly ran the risk of being given a white feather in public — the sign of cowardice.
There were also thousands of boys who were eager to fight and workers at the recruiting offices turned a blind eye to their age. The youngest known recruit was 14 years old. He ran away from home to fight. By the time his parents tracked him down it was too late, the boy was killed in action.

The families and friends left at home had little idea of the hor​ror in the trenches and troops were encouraged not to tell them in their letters about the conditions because it was bad morale and most of them did not want to upset their loved ones.

By 1918 practically every family in Britain had lost someone they knew but then on the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month the Armistice was signed bringing an end to the war. The Kaiser gave up his throne and Germany recognized defeat.

Everybody at home could hardly believe it was all over. Despite the celebration they vowed the glorious dead would not be forgot​ten. Today memorials stand tall remembering the dead and. The British still remember those who gave their lives for their coun​try on Poppy Day. The red poppy continued to grow in the fields of Northern Europe during the combats and this flower now rep​resents those who died.

Millions stand silent for two minutes at 11.00 a.m. on the 11th of November every year to remember the dead. All over the coun​try people attend services to remember those who have laid down their lives.

For the two weeks prior to the 11th people wear poppies and the money raised from their sale goes to the British Royal Legion, who help care for war veterans.

Britain in World War II

In the beginning of the thirties the economic crisis spread over Britain. The Hunger March of the unemployed in 1933 was the most memorable event in Britain. The unemployed marched from Glasgow to London holding meetings in every town they passed.

In Germany the resentment of the masses was exploited by Nazi demagogues for their nationalist and militarist propaganda. Hitler came to power in 1933.

In 1936 the fascist mutiny of general Franco led to the Civil War in Spain. The struggle of the Spanish people was supported by the democratic and anti-fascist forces all over the world. Ал Inter​national Brigade was formed, which fought side by side with the Spanish People's Army against the common enemy — fascism.

Many British intellectuals and workers joined the International Brigade. Every one of them clearly realized that the struggle against fascism in Spain was at the same time a struggle for the freedom of their own country.

The Second World War broke out in 1939.

In 1940 the Germans began massive bombing air raids of Britain. Britain was on the brink of defeat. However, later develop​ments brought a change.

In 1940 after the capitulation of France Hitler began to make preparations to invade Britain. In September 1940 intensive bomb​ing of British cities began. The period was given the name of the Blitz. Hitler used the Blitz to try and make the country surrender. The German Airforce — the Luftwaffe — dropped waves of bombs on British cities and particularly on London which was bombed for fifty three nights in a row.

These attacks caused serious damage and took many lives. 30 thousand Londoners were killed for the period of time. Living during the Blitz was a terrifying experience for civilians.

Another effect of the war on the civilians in Britain was rationing. It was introduced by the Government in 1940. It was important to make the supplies of food go as far as possible because Britain didn't produce enough food to feed everyone.

A council was set up to work out exactly how much a person needed to eat to stay healthy. Children and pregnant mums received more than others. Having a ration book was a guarantee that you would receive a minimum amount of necessary food. Moreover peo​ple grew their own food and even Hyde Park1 was turned into a giant allotment.

Petrol was rationed too but almost no one drove a car - only Dodoes and other important users.

In the spring of 1941 the raids ended as Hitler moved his forces east to prepare for the invasion of the Soviet Union. The partici​pation of the Soviet Union changed the whole content of the war. Hitler's invasion plan of Britain was not carried out.

The decisive role of the Soviet Union in the struggle against fascism led to the downfall of Hitlerism. In the summer of 1944 the so-called «second front» was opened. It was a successful united strat​egy of the Soviet Union, Britain and the USA. The fascists surren​dered unconditionally in May 1945.

On May 8th 1945 people partied in the streets of British towns and cities for VE day, Victory in Europe. After more than 5 years of war and millions of deaths, Germany had been defeated. However, the war continued for another 3 months in the Far East until the defeat of Japan. On September 2, 1945 World War II - the great​est war in the history — was over.
