Тема :Morphology

Model: aimless. The word aimless can be segmented into two morphemes: aim- + -less.

a) Semantically aim- is a root-morpheme; -less is an affix.

b) Structurally aim- is a free morpheme; -less is a bound morpheme.

Beggarly, postman, shorten, destabilize, sympathy, fruitfulness, maltreatment, disaffected, overrule, photographic, half-eaten, theory, rent-free.
