They also spend a considerable amount of time helping children overcome behavioral or anxiety problems. Unlike psychologists who counsel adults, child psychologists utilize various treatment strategies while working with children.
Conducting psychological evaluations on children can be difficult since they typically have short attention spans. As a result, effective child psychologists are usually able to adapt evaluation and treatment methods to individually suit the children they work with. 
Child psychologists must also be able to involve parents in their childrens treatment and answer any questions they may have. They also frequently collaborate with teachers, school counselors, school administrators, and other health care professionals.
Developmental Child Psychologist Career
Developmental child psychologists spend a considerable amount of time conducting research, in addition to clinical work, but they usually specialize in research. More developmental child psychologists are now specializing in aging and adolescent development.
Developmental child psychologists specialize in human development, including language, emotional, moral, and cognitive development. Their research conclusions are often utilized by other mental health professionals to improve and enhance mental health treatments.
Developmental child psychologists work at private clinics, daycare centers, elementary and secondary schools, government agencies, hospitals, universities, research facilities, or anywhere else people are undergoing psychological evaluations or treatments since their research is usually conducted by working directly with patients.

Adolescent Psychologist Career
Adolescent psychologists evaluate and treat people between the ages of 12-18, but they occasionally work with patients that do not fall between this age range. They tend to specialize in psychological and behavioral problems common in adolescents, such as anger management, anxiety, depression, learning, and eating disorders.
To evaluate and treat their patients, adolescent psychologists utilize various techniques, many which are used by psychologists while assisting adults and young children. Adolescent psychologists frequently meet with school administrators, teachers, medical professionals, and parents while treating an adolescent.
