Exercise 1. Match the terms with their definitions below (some names are not to be used):
the head; the onset; the Gradually Descending Stepping Head; the High Head; the Broken Descending Stepping Head; the Ascending Stepping Head; the Low Head; the Sliding Head; the Scandent Head. 

1. The part of an intonation group which stretches from the first fully stressed syllable and extends up to the nucleus.

2. An upward break is made somewhere in the middle of the head, after which the downward movement of the pitch is resumed.
3. Each of the stressed syllables is pitched higher than the preceding one. Intervening unstressed syllables are said on the same pitch as the stressed syllables to which they are attached.

4. All the syllables – stressed and unstressed – are pronounced in the low pitch zone of the speaker’s voice range. 

5. Each fully stressed syllable beginning with the second is lower in pitch than the preceding one. Unstressed and partially stressed syllables are said on the same pitch as the preceding fully stressed syllable.
